Each states has so many representatives in the Electoral College.  It’s based on how many people the state has in the House of Representatives plus 2 Senators. There are 538 total.  The candidate has to receive 270 votes to win presidency.  If no person does this (for example the vote is split three ways) then the House or Representatives picks a president.   The Senate then will be in charge of electing a Vice President.   


Example: Iowa has 4 House of Representatives + 2 Senators = 6 votes in the Electoral College
